	PRIME AREAS OF LEARNING:
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Response to Sensory Input
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*Pupils will work towards the semi formal pathway intentions through a blend of the two programmes of study based on individual class and pupils’ needs. Pupils will start their pathway on the engagement programme, but where appropriate, teachers will differentiate individual subjects from the subject specific programme based on assessments and knowledge of each child in their class. e.g. Child A follows engagement programme, but has 1:1 focus teaching for maths and computing following the subject specific outcomes.

	Personalised Learning Goals:

Personalised Learning Goals (PLGs) are bespoke annual targets set by the class teacher in the areas of Communication, Physical, Sensory and Cognition & Learning which correlate to the specific special educational needs and outcomes outlined in pupils’ Education Health Care Plans.

‘Next steps’ are SMART targets (Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Relevant and Timebound). These targets are set for pupils to achieve within half a term to measure progress according to priority of pupil’s needs and support pupils to meet their personalised learning goals by the end of the year.


	Therapeutic Curriculum:

Pupils can access bespoke therapies and planned interventions through a referral from the class teacher and parental permissions. Some require a doctor’s authorisation also. 

Each therapy or intervention has its own rationale for potential benefits to pupils. The content, number of sessions per week, the length of sessions and the duration of how long pupils are referred for, is based on the needs of the child and is regularly reviewed throughout the year.
 
Planned interventions and therapies may be linked to individual pupil’s outcomes from EHCPS but other reasons may determine a referral e.g. enrichment, trauma, sensory regulation, engagement, transition from home schooling, etc.
